“JOAN OF ARC” (c. 1944) - Frank Herbert Mason (1921 - 2009) – An American Icon

Oil on canvas 60” x 60” donated to St. Joan of Arc Church by Martha Corkran and family
Painting of Joan of Arc (using Martha Aniano’s portrait as face inspiration). She is seated, captive in 
her prison cell, calling upon her saints in her last hour; in colors reminiscent of Rubens.
Frank Herbert Mason was an American painter and teacher born on Feb. 20, 1921, in Cleveland, Ohio.His father  
was a Shakespearean actor and his mother was a violinist and a pianist. He attended the Music and Arts High  
School in NY until he was awarded a scholarship to study at the Art Students League of NY with Frank DuMond.  
In 1951, he began teaching at the Art Students League. His painting, The Resurrection of Christ, can be seen in  
St. Patrick’s Cathedral in NY. In 1962, he received a commission to paint 8 large paintings of the Life of St. Anthony  
of Padua, which were permanently installed in the 11th-C Church of San Giovanni de Malta, in Venice, where his  
paintings hang alongside a painting by Giovanni Bellini. Consequently, the Order of Malta conferred upon him the  
Cross of Merit, Prima Classe. He became the first painter to receive the honor since Caravaggio. In response to the 
overcleaning of the Sistine Chapel, Mason, helped form the organization, ArtWatch International. Mason served as  
president of the National Society of Mural Painters for the 1995–96 year. He passed away on June 16, 2009.

COMENTARIO AL EVANGELIO 

En el evangelio de hoy escuchamos al Señor pronun-
ciando unas palabras de gran profundidad y belleza. 
San Juan nos presenta el discurso del Pan de Vida justo 
después de dos milagros, donde se ve el señorío de 
Jesús sobre la naturaleza. El primero es la multiplicación 
de los panes delante de una multitud; el segundo es el 
caminar sobre las aguas, solo visto por los apóstoles.

Es bonito observar cómo Jesús es cada vez más explíci-
to en identificarse a Sí mismo con el pan, que por eso es 
pan de Vida eterna. Y afirma “este es el pan…” (v. 50), 
“yo soy el pan…” (v. 51), “el pan es mi carne” (v. 51). 
El día de hoy es una buena ocasión para pedir una fe 
grande en el sacramento de la Eucaristía. No queremos 
murmurar ante la lógica de Dios sino inclinarnos sencilla 
y devotamente ante el misterio de la presencia real de 
Jesús

“Considera lo más hermoso y grande de la tierra..., lo 
que place al entendimiento y a las otras potencias..., y lo 
que es recreo de la carne y de los sentidos... Y el mundo, 
y los otros mundos, que brillan en la noche: el Universo 
entero. —Y eso, junto con todas las locuras del corazón 
satisfechas..., nada vale, es nada y menos que nada, al 
lado de ¡este Dios mío! —¡tuyo!— tesoro infinito, margar-
ita preciosísima, humillado, hecho esclavo, anonadado 
con forma de siervo en el portal donde quiso nacer, en el 
taller de José, en la Pasión y en la muerte ignominiosa... 
y en la locura de Amor de la Sagrada Eucaristía”  
(Camino, 432).
