It is with profound sadness, yet with steadfast hope in the Resurrection, that I share with  
you the news of the passing of our beloved Pastor Emeritus, Monsignor Michael D. McGraw.

Monsignor McGraw entered eternal rest peacefully a few minutes after midnight today, surrounded in prayer and love. He 
received the Sacrament of the Anointing from Bishop Gerald Barbarito, who prayed at his side, joined by clergy, his family 
and faithful members of his cherished St. Joan of Arc parish family.

Throughout his many years of priestly service in the Diocese of Palm Beach, Msgr. McGraw gave of himself generously and 
humbly for the people of God. His ministry extended to Saint Vincent de Paul Regional Seminary, Catholic Charities, the 
Priestly Life & Ministry Committee, the Presbyteral Council and as Dean of the Southern Deanery. Here at St. Joan of Arc 
Church, he left an extraordinary mark of faith, leadership, and love.

His vision for our parish was always rooted in the Gospel and in a deep love for God’s people. Under his faithful guidance, 
we witnessed the birth of numerous ministry accomplishments that continue to bear fruit today. Among these are the vision 
and building of our beloved Mercy Center, the school kitchen and cafeteria, the launch of the International Festival to  
welcome and celebrate the beauty of our diverse community, the development of our gated athletic field, the establishment 
of the Family Faith and Fun Day, and numerous improvements to both our school and parish grounds.

Each of these stands as a living testament to Monsignor McGraw’s commitment to creating spaces where faith, fellowship, 
and service could flourish. His legacy is not only in the structures we see, but in the hearts he touched, the lives he uplifted, 
and in our community, united in Christ.

We give thanks to God for the gift of his life, his priesthood, and his firm dedication to the mission of the Church. His memo-
ry will forever live on in all who loved him, admired him, and were enriched by his witness to the love of Christ.

We invite you to join us as we commend his soul to our Heavenly Father. Monsignor McGraw’s Funeral Mass  
will be celebrated on Thursday, August 7 at 1:00pm at St. Joan of Arc Catholic Church. A reception will follow in 
Mercy Center.

Let us pray together for the repose of his soul and for the comfort of his family and all who mourn his passing. May he rest 
in the eternal peace of Christ, whom he served so faithfully.

Decimoctavo Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
Primera lectura: Eclesiastés 1:2; 2:21-23
Segunda lectura: Colosenses 3:1-5, 9-11
Evangelio: Lucas 12:13-21

Comentario del 18.º domingo del Tiempo ordinario (Ciclo 
C). “Guardaré todo mi trigo y mis bienes. Entonces le 
diré a mi alma: (...) Descansa, come, bebe, pásalo bien”. 
La riqueza material y espiritual no nos debe alejar de 
Dios. Por el contrario, nos deben llevar a servir y amar a 
los demás.

Explica el papa Francisco, “la codicia es un escalón, 
abre la puerta; después viene la vanidad —creerse 
importante, creerse potente— y, al final, el orgullo. Y de 
ahí vienen todos los vicios, todos: son escalones, pero 
el primero es la codicia, el deseo de amontar riquezas. 
Precisamente esta es la lucha de cada día: cómo 
administrar bien las riquezas de la tierra para que se 
orienten al cielo y se conviertan en riquezas del cielo”.

A esto se encamina precisamente la virtud cristiana de 
la pobreza, que “no consiste en no tener, −escribió san 
Josemaría− sino en estar desprendidos: en renunciar 
voluntariamente al dominio sobre las cosas”.    Es lógico 
desear cierto bienestar y prosperidad para la propia fa-
milia; pero hemos de evitar la necedad de poner en los 
bienes materiales el fundamento de nuestra esperanza 
y felicidad.   Como explicaba Benedicto XVI,  la palabra 
de Dios nos estimula a reflexionar sobre cómo debe ser 
nuestra relación con los bienes materiales.  La riqueza, 
aun siendo en sí un bien, no se debe considerar un bien 
absoluto.  Sobre todo, no garantiza la salvación; más 
aún, podría incluso ponerla seriamente en peligro.  En 
la página evangélica de hoy, Jesús pone en guardia 
a sus discípulos precisamente contra este riesgo.  Es 
sabiduría y virtud no apegar el corazón a los bienes de 
este mundo, porque todo pasa, todo puede terminar 
bruscamente.  Para los cristianos, el verdadero tesoro 
que debemos buscar sin cesar se halla en las “cosas de 
arriba, donde está Cristo sentado a la diestra de Dios”.
