EL AGUA BAPTISMAL

El sacerdote, durante la celebración de la bendición del agua, 
pronuncia unas palabras que nos pueden servir para sumergirnos 
en este simbolismo y para conocer la costumbre cristiana del uso 
del agua bendita: «Con esta bendición del agua recordamos a 
Cristo, agua viva, así como el sacramento del Bautismo, en el cual 
nacimos de nuevo del agua y del Espíritu Santo. Siempre, pues, 
que seamos rociados con esta agua o que nos santigüemos con 
ella al entrar en la iglesia o dentro de nuestras casas, daremos gra-
cias a Dios por su don inexplicable, y pediremos su ayuda para vivir 
siempre de acuerdo con las exigencias del Bautismo, sacramento 
de la fe, que un día recibimos» [2].

La historia de la salvación está marcada con esta imagen, tal como 
recordamos con la bendición del agua bautismal en la noche de la 
Vigilia Pascual. Como afirmaba papa Francisco, “esta plegaria nos 
revela que Dios creó el agua precisamente en vista del bautismo. 
Quiere decir que mientras Dios creaba el agua pensaba en el 
bautismo de cada uno de nosotros, y este pensamiento le ha acom-
pañado en su actuar a lo largo de la historia de la salvación cada 
vez que, con un designio concreto, ha querido servirse del agua. Es 
como si, después de crearla, hubiera querido perfeccionarla para 
llegar a ser el agua del bautismo”[3]

Pero Jesús ha profetizado algo todavía más grande. Él dice: 
«Quien cree en mí… de su vientre brotarán ríos de agua viva» (Jn 
7,38). En el Bautismo, el Señor nos ha hecho fuentes de agua viva, 
también nosotros tenemos la oportunidad de redescubrir cada día 
la gracia que recibimos con el Bautismo.

NUESTRO SEGUNDO CUMPLEAÑOS

En la aspersión con el agua bendita que se puede hacer en 
algunas ceremonias, especialmente en tiempo de Pascua, o con la 
que nos podemos santiguar al entrar en el templo o antes de irnos 
a dormir, se nos recuerda el don más preciado que hemos recibido: 
que somos hijos de Dios por el Bautismo. Tal como recordaba el 
Papa Francisco, estos eventos nos ayudan a «regresar a la fuente 
de la vida cristiana, nos lleva a comprender mejor el don recibi-
do en el día de nuestro Bautismo y a renovar el compromiso de 
corresponder en las condiciones en las que hoy nos encontramos. 
Renovar el compromiso, comprender mejor este don que es el Bau-
tismo y recordar el día de nuestro Bautismo, qué día fui bautizado. 
Yo sé que algunos de vosotros los saben (…). Los que no lo saben, 
que pregunten a los parientes, a aquellas personas, a los padri-
nos, a las madrinas: “¿Cuál es la fecha de mi bautizo?”. Porque 
el Bautismo es un renacimiento y es como si fuera el segundo 
cumpleaños». [4]

A través del agua bautismal, entramos a formar parte de la gran 
familia de los hijos de Dios. Y también a través del Bautismo nos 
reconocemos apóstoles, enviados a llevar la vida cristiana a todos 
los pueblos en el nombre de la Trinidad (cfr. Mt 28,19), llamados a 
ser fuente de agua viva para todas las personas que nos rodean.
