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Vigésimo Octavo Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
Primera Lectura: 2 Reyes 5: 14-17
Segunda Lectura: 2 Timoteo 2: 8-13
Evangelio: Lucas 17: 11-19

En tiempos de Jesús, la terrible enfermedad contagiosa de 
la lepra afectaba a mucha gente, como a los diez leprosos 
del pasaje de este domingo. Para evitar contagios, el Antiguo 
Testamento estipulaba normas severas: «el enfermo de 
lepra llevará los vestidos rasgados, el cabello desgreña-
do, cubierta la barba; y al pasar gritará: “¡impuro, impuro!” 
Durante el tiempo en que esté enfermo de lepra es impuro. 
Habitará aislado fuera del campamento, pues es impuro» 
(Lv 13,45-46). Los sacerdotes eran quienes tenían autoridad 
para declarar públicamente que una persona era leprosa, o 
anunciar también su curación para que pudiera regresar a la 
sociedad.

A las afueras de un pueblo, vivirían pues los diez leprosos de 
esta escena que narra Lucas. Entre ellos se encuentra un sa-
maritano, porque el dolor común enfrió la enemistad habitual 
entre judíos y samaritanos. Aquellos enfermos habrían oído 
hablar de Jesús, el maestro de Galilea que curaba gente. 
Es muy posible que acariciasen en grupo más de una vez la 
esperanza de encontrarse con él. De modo que cuando le 
ven pasar y le reconocen, gritan fuerte desde lejos para que 
tuviera piedad de ellos. «Esperan desde lejos –dice un Padre 
de la Iglesia− como avergonzados por la impureza que tenían 
sobre sí. Creían que Jesucristo los rechazaría también, como 
hacían los demás. Por esto se detuvieron a lo lejos, pero se 
acercaron por sus ruegos. El Señor siempre está cerca de los 
que le invocan con verdad (Sal 145,18)»[1].

De la petición de los diez leprosos podemos aprender a 
rogar a Dios con confianza, convencidos de que Él lo puede 
todo y de que no hace falta esperar a sentirnos dignos, para 
pedir y recibir lo que necesitamos.. Aunque Jesús sabe 
todo de nosotros, cuenta con nuestra petición llena de fe y 
perseverancia para darnos lo que pedimos. Es más, como 
decía san Agustín, en realidad tiene el Señor «más ganas de 
dar que nosotros de recibir; y tiene más ganas Él de hacer-
nos misericordia que nosotros de vernos libres de nuestras 
miserias»[3].

Jesús escuchó la petición de los diez leprosos, y como suele 
hacer con todos los personajes con los que se encuentra, 
les pide a cambio un gesto de confianza, ajustado a la 
situación personal de quienes le ruegan. En este caso, no 
les toca, ni les impone las manos. Sencillamente les manda 
asumir que se van a curar y dirigirse a quien tiene autoridad 
para declararlos puros de su enfermedad. Y en el camino, 
quedaron todos curados. Seguro que se llenarían de inmensa 
alegría, conocida de mucha gente, cuando los sacerdotes 
verificaron públicamente la curación del grupo. Pero solo el 
samaritano se acordó agradecido de su benefactor, Jesús, 
y supo «dar Gloria a Dios» volviendo con acción de gracias 
a sus pies.  De la actitud del samaritano y del reproche que 
hace Jesús hacia los nueve desagradecidos, sacamos otra 
lección muy importante de este pasaje: que nuestra acción 
de gracias da gloria a Dios y nos preparara para recibir dones 
mejores.
