PARA HACER ORACIÓN ANTE EL SANTÍSIMO

El misterioso personaje que luchó con Jacob no había
sido convocado. Se presentó él, por su propia iniciativa.
Y así sigue siendo ahora: es Dios quien viene a nuestro
encuentro, porque «tiene sed de que el hombre tenga
sed de él»[8]. Resulta sorprendente, pero esa sed «llega
desde las profundidades de Dios»[9]: es tan grande y
misteriosa como el amor que lo llevó a crearnos a cada
uno, a cada una.
De nuestra parte, sencillamente hemos de plantarnos
frente a él. El lugar de la cita no es solo el ámbito de los
afectos, ni tampoco la imaginación o la razón, sino el
corazón, «en lo más profundo de nuestras tendencias
psíquicas»[10]. Se trata de estar ahí, de mantenerse en
su presencia, de permanecer en su amor (cfr. Jn 15,9).
No nos hemos embarcado en una simple operación psi-
cológica, ni en un mero esfuerzo de concentración para
llegar a un vacío mental: no estamos peleando contra el
aire… Nuestra contemplación tiene la estructura de la
fe cristiana: es «un diálogo personal, íntimo y profundo,
entre el hombre y Dios»[11].
A solas con Cristo, tomando conciencia de que él está
plenamente volcado hacia mí, e invitándome a que
también yo esté totalmente disponible para él. ¿Mirar
la pantalla del teléfono? No; se cortaría el ámbito del
contacto interior. ¿Las distracciones que vemos venir,
como lo son tantas veces todo tipo de cuestiones orga-
nizativas, o la curiosidad por lo que sucede a nuestro
alrededor? No. Y tampoco los pensamientos centrados
en estar a la altura o dar la talla, que pueden ser un
retorno sutil sobre nosotros mismos. Toda nuestra vida
está centrada en alguien, en «la persona de Jesucristo,
a quien deseamos conocer, tratar y amar»; y ponerle
«en el centro de nuestra vida significa adentrarse más
en la oración contemplativa»
La contemplación busca «al amado de mi alma (Ct 1,7).
Esto es, a Jesús»[14]. Alguien como yo, a quien puedo
tratar a mi nivel, porque él mismo me ha llamado amigo
(cfr. Jn 15,15). La oración contemplativa no será tal
mientras no haya personalización. «Para acercarnos a
Dios hemos de emprender el camino justo, que es la
humanidad santísima de Cristo»[15]. Jesús es el puente
que, a través de lo corporal, nos lleva a lo divino. Esa
«lucha» cuerpo a cuerpo supone un encuentro de mira-
das, de sonrisas, de rostros y, sobre todo, de corazones.
Se trata de apropiarnos del sentir del corazón de Jesús,
aprender «el “conocimiento interno del Señor” para más
amarle y seguirle»[16]. ¿Cómo se siente él hoy conmi-
go? ¿Encuentra sintonía, concordia? ¿Advierto y asumo
sus alegrías y sus penas?
